How to get to the Royal Over-Seas League? 

By Tube: Take any of the following tube lines to Green Park (Piccadilly, Jubilee or 
Victoria), take the exit marked Buckingham Palace and take the stairs to your 
left, once outside continue down the street past the Ritz Hotel turning right onto 
St James’s Street. Keep on the right hand side of the road and you will come 
across a street called Park Place walk up Park Place and the Royal Over-Seas 
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League will be at the end of the street. There is a sign for the Royal Over-Seas 
League on a building at the entrance to Park Place.  
 
By Bus: Buses stop outside Green Park tube station on Piccadilly, numbers 8, 9, 
14, 19, 22 and 38, running west to Hyde Park Corner, Victoria and Knightsbridge, 
and east to Piccadilly Circus and Holborn. Get off the bus at Green Park stop. 
Once off the bus at Green Park, continue down the street past the Ritz Hotel 
turning right onto St James’s Street. Keep on the right hand side of the road and 
you will come across a street called Park Place walk up park place and the Royal 
Over-Seas League will be at the end of the street. There is a sign for the Royal 
Over-Seas League on a building at the entrance to Park Place.

By car - coming west on A4 (Piccadilly), turn right onto Duke’s Street and then 
right onto King Street, and again right onto St James's Street, left into Park Place 
at the end of Park Place is the Royal Over-Seas League. There is unfortunately no 
parking at the Royal Overseas League so you will be required to find parking close 
to the ceremony.  
 
The iam strongly advises against travelling by car if possible as parking in 
the city is very expensive and there are limited areas to park. Please 
consider public transport wherever possible. 

Please note: There are no parking facilities at The Royal Over-Seas 
League.
